Innovative Single-Loop Detection System Used to Monitor Commercial Truck Traffic in Los Angeles’ District 7

Sacramento, CA InfoTek (http://www.infotekwireless.com/) announced that its intelligent transportation system (ITS) public-private partnership demonstration project with California Department of Transportation District 7 in Los Angeles has been selected as a finalist in the Best Innovative Practices Category for the 2008 Best of ITS Awards. The winners of this year’s awards, given out by ITS America, will be announced at the 15th World Congress/2008 ITS America Annual Meeting November 17 in New York City (http://www.itsworldcongress.org/).

“Our Wizard hardware platform and Intelligent Loop Detection Application (ILDA) software are the first in the world to commercially generate accurate counts, speed measurements and length binning using only a single-loop configuration as this test demonstrated. The implications are enormous in terms of reduced construction and equipment costs. We are excited that California DoT’s Division of Research and Innovation (DRI) is now funding a demonstration project of the technology in District 7 in Los Angeles,” said InfoTek CEO Mike Poursartip.

During the test, the InfoTek Wizard platform and ILDA software technology using a single-loop configuration were measured against more costly piezoelectric equipment using a multiple-loop configuration and against hand counts. Results showed that the InfoTek platform performed at a similar accuracy level to the costlier solution and within stringent California DoT standards. 

The significant benefits of the successful test include reduced construction costs and construction delays because of the ability to use existing infrastructure with automated software, the rapid scalability of the InfoTek solution providing quick, large-scale deployment, and decreased power and equipment costs. California DoT said in its nominating document, “DRI has found that public-private collaboration can bring about more rapid innovation and implementation of ITS to today’s transportation problems.”

At the heart of InfoTek’s cutting edge M2M technology is the Java-programmable, intelligent Wizard hardware. In this installation, the Wizard was paired with the ILDA software. The two record, transmit, analyze and store the truck traffic data. In addition to traffic monitoring, the InfoTek platform can be used almost anywhere there is a measurable event or field data that needs to be recorded, transmitted, analyzed and stored, such as security, airports, utilities, and weather.
